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Description

Intermediate Latin |

Prepares novice students for cross-cultural communication through the study of language
and culture; provides connections to additional bodies of knowledge and expressions of
values through the arts.

Prerequisite: FLLT 102 or two years of high school Latin

Overall Course Objectives

Upon completion of this course students will be able to:
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engage in conversation, provide and obtain information, express feelings and
emotions, and exchange opinions at an intermediate-mid level;

understand and interpret written and spoken Latin on a variety of topics at an
intermediate-mid level;

present information, concepts, and ideas to an audience of listeners or readers on a
variety of topics at an intermediate-mid level;

demonstrate an understanding of the relationship between the practices and
perspectives of Latin culture;

demonstrate an understanding of the relationship between the products and
perspectives of Latin culture;

reinforce and further their knowledge of other disciplines through the Latin language;
acquire information and recognize the distinctive viewpoints that are only available
through the Latin language and its cultures;

demonstrate understanding of the nature of language through comparisons of the
Latin language and their own;

demonstrate understanding of the concept of culture through comparisons of Latin
cultures and their own;

use Latin both within and beyond the school setting;

show evidence of becoming life-long learners by using Latin for personal enjoyment
and enrichment;

express information about master works in literature, music and the arts that reflect
the culture at an intermediate-mid level;

recognize major cultural artifacts of the Latin language;

develop multicultural sensitivity;

apply technology for language acquisition;

Course Requirements
