SPCM 149

Television and Radio Announcing
3 Semester Hours

The Community College of Baltimore County

Prerequisites: SPCM 101 or 105; SPCM 111 recommended.

Television and Radio Announcing explores the study of and involves practice in
the techniques, duties, and tasks of the radio and television announcer. Emphasis
is placed upon acquiring skills in analysis of copy, interpretation, and
communication in a variety of speaking roles in front of the microphone and the
camera.

Overall Course Objectives

Upon successful completion of this course students will be able to:

Differentiate and demonstrate an understanding of the announcer’s role in
television and radio broadcasting .

Allocate and amortize career options available to announcers in television
and radio.

Assess, analyze, identify, and recommend basic television and radio
equipment used by the announcer.

At a required comfort level, perform upon and manipulate basic television
and radio equipment employed by the announcer.

Differentiate, apply, and perform basic broadcasting procedures.

Assess and identify a variety of delivery styles (formal, conversational,
intimate); choose and recommend the appropriate style to fit a variety of
announcing situations.

Determine and demonstrate improved skill level in vocal production and
standard pronunciation.

Perform and demonstrate an improved ability to “play to” and work the
camera and microphone.

Compare, contrast, and distinguish the role of the announcer with that of
other broadcast professionals in the television and radio studios.

Major Topics in Television and Radio Announcing

Voice and diction improvement with emphasis in: Pitch and tone variety;
Projection; Rate and tempo; Articulation and enunciation; Resonance,
prosody, and quality.
