Dear Friends:

On a regular basis, our newspapers besiege us with the most distressing of news: foreclo-
sures, job losses, unemployment rates, budget cuts, and homelessness head counts. I am
proud to say, however, that even in these challenging times we at CCBC have good news to
share. We have certainly had to make sacrifices this year, and we have certainly had to reas-
sess our spending priorities. But... through the blessing of an astounding nine percent enroll-
ment increase across the college and a series of budget savvy initiatives that translate into
“Everybody Helps,” CCBC has remained strong in the midst of turmoil. We are as firmly committed to our mis-
sion of affordability, accessibility and quality as we have ever been. And if there ever was a time when we could
draw strength from being one college, this challenging year is it. With a college-wide budget of $170M, we have
been able to maintain a high level of support for all that we do across all of our campuses.

Well, you might say, how have we done all that? With a combination of a hiring freeze, a two percent depart-
mental budget assessment, and the implementation of a series of cost saving initiatives, the college has recouped
$1.2M of this year’s $1.4M rescission. We have no doubt that we will recapture the rest plus a bit more. Thus,
we have been able to resist the more draconian and more customary measures of retrenchments, layoffs, furloughs
and salary freezes and to keep spirits generally high. In addition, to tap into the ingenuity of our campus commu-
nity, we created the D.R.E.A.M Team (Dollar Reduction through Efficient and Active Management Team) to
encourage and reward the many good ideas for cost savings that emerged from the faculty, staff and students who
are at the direct impact level. Many of these initiatives, once implemented, will net long term savings that will
benefit the college well after this challenging year is over and more prosperous times return.

So, if you were to visit one of our campuses, not only would you find us in relatively good humor, but you would
find us actively engaged in moving forward a myriad of initiatives in spite of the times. One of these is the long
awaited construction of our new CCBC Catonsville Library. If you made your CCBC career on the Catonsville
campus, you will be happy to know that the “unsightly” trailers will soon be permanently out of “sight.” The of-
ficial groundbreaking ceremony for the library is set for 10:00 a.m. on March 30, and we would love to have
some of you old time CCC’ers join us for this special occasion. Then in fall 2010, we will invite all of you back
to help us cut the ribbon on a brand new $27M, state-of-the-art library on the CCBC Catonsville campus.

Finally, let me say that it was good to see so many of you at last October’s Retiree Dinner. We would love to see
you again on April 18 at the CCBC Foundation’s “Green Carpet Gala” and we are extending to retirees the em-
ployee discounted price of $100 per person. These are fiscally challenging times, of course, but join us if you
can. Last year, we netted $137,000 for scholarships, but as importantly everyone who attended can attest to the
fact that it was a great party. I expect this year’s to be even better.

I close by once again saying that CCBC is on the move! Much happens here everyday to renew your pride in
your college.

We hope to see you on March 30 and April 18.
