For best results create a statement that combines separate terms or concepts using the connecting words 
AND, OR, and NOT which are known as Boolean operators. 
 
AND OR NOT 
Narrows a search by requiring 
that all terms be present. Both 
words must be present in the   
results.(education and technology) 

Expands a search by allowing either 
term to be present. At least one of the 
words will be present in the results. 
(teenagers or adolescents) 

Allows you to search for one 
term, but eliminates all 
citations with another term. 
(Ravens not Baltimore) 

 
 



 
RESULTS 
 
Results will appear in a list. However, to modify results you may: 
 
Choose Suggested Topics  
to perform a new but similar search 
 
Choose to view Full Text articles 
only  
 
Choose to limit results to a type of 
publication by clicking on, for 
example, scholarly journals or 
trade publications 
 
To view an article click on the 
underlined title or 
 
on one of the format icons 
Full text-HTML full text 
 
Page Image-PDF full text-print 
   version including any charts, 
   photographs, graphics 
 
Text & Graphics-HTML text  
    along with images such as
