Scholar Benefits

¾ Scholarship covering up to one -half of tuition 
and fees, not to exceed 10,000 per academic 
year. The scholarship is renewable through the 
studentõs junior year provided eligibility criteria 
are met

¾ Summer internship experience. The internship is 
10 weeks, paid, at one of ten NASA field 
centers

¾ MUST Professional and Academic Support 
System (PASS). Includes access to mentors, 
tutoring support throughout the academic 
year, and professional development activities
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¾ VIP Tour of Kennedy Space Center
