Diagnostic Studies III 
Prepares students to perform and interpret basic diagnostic and laboratory tests; emphasizes those tests 
necessary to assess complaints common to the ambulatory, hospitalized and emergency medicine patient.

B. Define the significance of abnormal findings; 
C. List those tests which characterize specific disease processes; 
D. Explain the results of laboratory tests;

F. Evaluate plain film radiographs; 
G. Obtain and evaluate 120-lead EKG; 
H. Provide a differential diagnosis based on history, physical exam and laboratory findings; and
